If you are running for a BCASC office and are campaigning please adhere to the
following rules:

Each candidate school will be allowed a total of five minutes to make a presentation.
This includes those running unopposed however, if a school running unopposed chooses
to make a brief acceptance speech that is more than acceptable. Please note the clock
starts as soon as the candidate is introduced.

Each candidate school is allowed two (2) banners. The maximum size of a banner is 36
inches by 10 feet.

Each candidate school is allowed regular size posters (22x24). The posters can be hung or
carried but the total number cannot exceed 10.

Each candidate school may have up to 4 hand-outs (Note: candy attached to a piece of
election material equals two handouts)

There can be no stickers or confetti of any kind.
